Re:  “PRO-pHx” and Pollution Prevention (P2) Technologies

Dear Ms. Wagner:

As the State Pretreatment Coordinator for the Arkansas Dept. of Environmental Quality, pollution prevention has been added to my job duties since the adoption of the National Pollution Prevention Act of 1990.  Mr. Tom Philipp requested this correspondence be directed to you for your information regarding this office’s opinion regarding PRO-pHx and its direct relation to P2.

Upon learning about this new chemistry/technology (PRO-pHx) and seeing the numerous success stories reported after its use (some here in Arkansas), this office has been advising other companies there could be quite an economic incentive for them to pursue more information regarding this chemistry.  Incentives can be realized not only from their bottom line economics but, less regulatory oversight and less pollutants being released to the environment from not having to “dump” their acid baths.

This office is working in coordination with EPA Region 6 to post these P2 success stories on their P2RX website for industries to be more efficiently advised electronically.

Purchase of the necessary equipment to operate this technology would fall under one of Arkansas’ laws that allows tax exemptions for “pollution abatement” equipment.  Some  companies seeking installation would also qualify for small business low interest loans from ADEQ for the same “pollution abatement” equipment rationale.

PRO-pHx falls squarely into the upper tiers of the P2 pyramid.
